2. Add a compass rose.

3. Be sure to develop a key as you complete your map, using colored pencils to distinguish different places and features.

4. Referring to page 38, color the Mesopotamian civilization. Label the Tigris and Euphrates Rivers.
5. Referring to page 46, color the Egyptian civilization. Label the Nile River and the Mediterranean Sea. Color a desert immediately surrounding the Nile River.

6. Referring to page 105, color the area where the Indus River Valley civilization was located. Label the Indus River.
7. Also referring to page 105, color the area where the Chinese Shang civilization was located.  Label the Huang he/Yellow River.

8. Other peoples: add the locations  where both the Israelites and Phoenicians lived, referring to page 56.

9. Add the Himalayan mountain range, making upside down “V’s” to represent mountains (add this symbol to your key), referring to page 105.

10. Add the Gobi Desert and Taklimakan Desert, referring to page 89.
