Use the internet to research one group from medieval Europe.  Visit at least two websites for your assigned role: 1. monarch 2. lord/noble 3. vassal/knight  4. upper class woman 5. monk 6. nun/prioress 7. medieval preacher/pardoner 8. craftsman/woman 9. merchant 10. miller and 11. serf/peasant.  

Take notes on the following for your assigned role: status, rights, responsibilities, aspects of daily life (such as style of dress, activities in a typical day, etc.), and miscellaneous (such as “fun facts”).   You will be sharing these with your classmates.

Then, write a one-page diary entry from the point of view of this type of individual.  Be creative, while incorporating information that demonstrates your understanding of this character’s daily experiences (from your research notes).  Include information about how your status in medieval society affects your beliefs and expectations in life.
