                            Unit 5: Industrial Era Recipe for a Revolution
Directions: Your task in this assignment is to use the information from this unit (so far) to create a recipe that synthesizes patterns of political revolutions from the industrial era. Groups of up to three students may work on this assignment together. Your product must be typed. Note: there is a recipe card template on my website you can use. Submit to schoology.
Be sure to include the following:
1. A recipe has a list of ingredients that you must have prior to making your creation. Include a fully detailed ingredients list for your revolution. In other words, what factors must be in place prior to a revolution occurring?

2. Number and describe the steps that typically happen when a revolution takes place. Be general in your themes, yet avoid being too vague. Your descriptions should read like a typical recipe (chop, mix, bake, etc.)
3. At the bottom of your recipe, include a section on variations. Often, when making a recipe, you can add one thing or substitute another.  For example, how did the Haitian revolution fundamentally differ from the other revolutions?
4. There is no minimum or maximum number of steps in your recipe, though you will want to fill up at least three-fourths of the space on the recipe card template (single-spaced) – or the equivalent - to get full points.
Reflect: Do you think these ingredients and steps apply to other time periods, such as contemporary revolutions? Be ready to discuss (you do not need to include this information on your recipe card).
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
